SAMPLE BLACKOUT NOTICE

Important Notice to Participants Concerning Your Rights Regarding the
Trust Advisors Stable Value Plus Fund Investment Option in Your Plan

  October ___, 2005

1.  This notice is to inform you that the one of the investment options in your plan, the Trust Advisors Stable Value Plus Fund (the “Stable Value Fund”), has filed for bankruptcy protection. 


2.  No payments can be made from the Stable Value Fund without bankruptcy court approval. As a result, you will temporarily not be able to withdraw money from the Stable Value Fund. This period, during which you will be unable to exercise these rights otherwise available under your plan, is called a “blackout period.” Whether or not you are planning retirement in the near future, we encourage you to carefully consider how this blackout period may affect your retirement planning, as well as your overall financial plan.  If your money is invested in other investment options in your plan, this blackout will not effect those investments. 


3.  The blackout period began on October 3, 2005, the first business day after the Stable Value Fund filed for bankruptcy protection, and it will end when the bankruptcy court approves disbursements from the Stable Value Fund. 


4.  During the blackout period you will be unable to direct, diversify or withdraw the assets held in the Stable Value Fund. In addition, you will no longer be able to make investments in the Stable Value Fund through your plan.  For this reason, it is very important that you review and consider the appropriateness of your other investments in light of your inability to direct, diversify or withdraw investments from the Stable Value Fund during the blackout period.  For your long-term retirement security, you should give careful consideration to the importance of a well-balanced and diversified investment portfolio, taking into account all your assets, income and investments. Federal law generally requires that you be furnished notice of a blackout period at least 30 days in advance of any blackout period in order to provide you with sufficient time to consider the effect of the blackout period on your retirement and financial plans. Since there was no advance notice of the bankruptcy filing, we were unable to provide advance notice to you.
